CRITERIA FOR MEMBERSHIP WITHIN UWK: 

1. No single organization will be allowed membership into UWK without the cooperation inclusion and involvement of all Karate Sport Disciplines defined by UWK. 

In essence this means the National Federations of ITKF (for Traditional Karate); WKC, WUKF, IKU and WUKO (for General Karate); and, IKOK (for Contact Karate) must be involved in the formation of the UWK National Member Federation. 

To help facilitate the process, the Vice Presidents responsible for the Permanent Karate Commissions of the respective Karate Sport discipline and the UWK President will take the leadership in assisting National Federations to contact the other organizations and assist in the formation of an inclusive National Federation seeking membership in UWK.

A list of the contact information for the Executive Committee and Directing Committee are attached to this document. 

2. The UWK has created a template for National Federations to use as their guideline when forming the National Federation seeking UWK membership. The key elements of unification are fairness and transparency. This means that all three Karate Sport disciplines must be included in the formation process. If there is one Karate Sport discipline that is not active within the respective country and cannot bring forward a candidate for participation that is approved by their respective International Federation, the formation of the UWK National Federation Member must include space for this discipline for future inclusion. 

UWK membership will be granted on the basis of adherence to the UWK – National Federation Constitution Template provided by UWK. This will be sent to the principle representatives guiding the National Federation formation for their respective country. 

3. Countries that have not involved all Karate Sport disciplines as defined by UWK, in the formation of their respective National Federation will not be eligible for membership within UWK. 

4. Membership and application fees are to be submitted at the time of application to UWK. The application fee is a one-time fee of $300.00 EUR and the Membership fee is $1,200.00 EUR per annum. The membership period is the calendar year (January 1 – December 31). 

UNIFICATION PROCESS: 

1. Any of the National Federation members of the Founding Members of ITKF may initiate the process by contacting membership@unitedkarate.org. In doing so, they must provide some basic information; Name of Country; Individual’s name and contact information; Identify which International Federation you represent; Proposed meeting date. 

2. UWK will provide the contact information for the various representatives of the International Federation founding members of UWK within the respective country. 

3. UWK will notify the representatives of the contact and will provide the same documentation to these individuals as provided to the initial contact representative. 

4. The National Federation member of UWK must include three Permanent Karate Commissions – representing each of Traditional Karate; General Karate and Contact Karate. Technically, these Commissions must be independent of each other but must be 
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5. A formation report and Membership Application with the associated fees will be forwarded to UWK. 

6. UWK will verify the contents of the Membership Application and present it to the Directing Committee for approval and recommendation to the General Congress of Membership Confirmation to be held in April/May of 2015. 

7. The Members confirmed at the Confirmation Congress to be held in Belgrade, Serbia in April/May (date to be confirmed) of 2015, will be the member National Federations of UWK and will be eligible to attend and vote at the 1st UWK World Congress to be held in Sao Paulo Brazil in October, 2015. 

8. These members will also be eligible to enter athletes in the 1st UWK World Cup to be held in conjunction with the Membership Confirmation Congress to be held in Belgrade, Serbia.
